The full text of the communication should have a summary paragraph, between the data of the authors and keywords. This paragraph should be written in Times New Roman, 10 points, italics. The summary paragraph should be justified. Maximum length of abstract of the paper is 100 words.
Keywords: list three or four keywords (Times new Roman, 12 pt regular not bold, use ‘Palabras Clave’ style)

1. First section title (Times New Roman, 12 pt and bold, use ‘Título 1’ style)

Using this very document to draw up the paper is highly recommended, since it contains the necessary styles to facilitate the formatting of the paper. Proceed as follows:

· If you are using Office 2003 o higher, select the ‘Styles and format’ option’ within the ’Format’ menu. A frame will be displayed on the right side of the window containing all necessary styles to properly format the paper. Applying a particular style to a paragraph is as simple as clicking on the desired style and the clicking anywhere in that paragraph. 

· If you use the predefined styles, you will not need to add any additional blank lines in between paragraphs, the appropriate gap will be automatically introduced. Along the document you are prompted the required styles.

The four margins of the document (top, bottom, left and right) are set to 2.5 cm. The full paper will not exceed ten pages. Regular text within paragraphs will be Times New Roman, 12 pt, justified, simple interline.

Section titles will be numbered consecutively, with arabic numerals. If, and only if, you do not use the predefined styles, you should introduce a blank line in between the section (or subsection) title and its first paragraph as well as in between every two paragraphs and, finally, in between the last paragraph and the following section (or subsection) title.

2. Second section title (Times New Roman, 12 pt, bold, use ‘Título 1’ style)

Do not use any headings or footnotes. Only if the work has been done within some either private or state funded project or within a commercial agreement, the first page may include a footnote to indicate that. For that purpose, use the format at the foot of this document.

2.1. Second section, first subsection title (Times New Roman, 12 pt, bold, use ‘Título 2’ style)

Sections may contain different subsections. These subsections will have a two-number identifier, where the first number refers to the section and the second to the subsection within that section.


2.1.1. Title of the first sub-subsection (Times New Roman, 12 puntos negrita, estilo ‘Título 3’)

The document may contain sub-subsections. Sub-subsections will have a three-number identifier, where the first number refers to the section, the second to the subsection and the third to the sub-subsection within that subsection.

2.1.2. Title of the second sub-subsection (Times New Roman, 12 puntos negrita, estilo ‘Título 3’)

The text format of the sub-subsections and the separation between titles and paragraphs of the subsections are equal to the rest of the document.

2.2. Second section, second subsection title (Times New Roman, 12 pt, bold, use ‘Título 2’ style)

References will include the authors’ surnames and the year of publication. For example, Hayes and Wheelwright (1979), Vollmann et al. (1997, pages 689-692). References must be listed at the end of the paper, alphabetically sorted by first author.

3. Figures, tables and formulae

Figures must be centered and neat. Figure titles must be centered right bellow the figure, Times 10 pt, correlatively numbered, use ‘Pie de imagen’ style. Figures must be referenced in the text (Figure 1). If you do not use predefined styles, add a blank line (12 pt) in between the preceding paragraph and the figure and another one in between the figure title and the following paragraph. There must not be any blank lines between a figure and its title.

Tables must be centered. Table titles must be centered and right above the table, Times New Roman 10 pt, correlatively numbered. Use ‘Pie de imagen’ style. Tables must be referenced within the text (Table 1). If you do not use predefined styles, add a blank line (12 pt) in between the preceding paragraph and the table title and another one in between the figure and the following paragraph. There must not be any blank lines between a table and its title.

Formulae must appear left justified and correlatively numbered. If you do not use predefined styles, you need to add a 12 pt blank line in between the formula and both the preceding and following paragraphs, and even between two consecutive formulae. Formulae must be referenced by their number in the text (1).

Acknowledgements (Times New Roman, 12 pt bold, use ‘Agradecimientos y Referencias’ style)

The acknowledgements and the references titles must not be numbered. The acknowledgements must be included just before the references section.
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
